15. Course aims:

The aim of the course is to acquire knowledge on the poetic, structural characteristics of folk and artistic fairy tales
and the most important works of male and female authors who created artistic fairy tales; acquiring knowledge on the
poetic, structural characteristics of children’s literature (novel, story, poetry) and the most important works of male
and female authors who wrote for children.

16. Learning outcomes:

Learning outcomes include the following:

- developing and fostering the habit of reading literary works

- acquiring knowledge and skills necessary for the interpretation and analysis of works and the systematic
presentation of poetic and typical characteristics of children’s literature

- developing analysis and synthesis skills while interpreting literary and artistic texts for children and the youth
-analyzing specialist and scientific works and applying the acquired knowledge

-proper interpretation and analysis of basic literary and theoretical terms.
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17. Course content:

The definition of children’s literature: literary types, compatibility between literature and the child’s age
Fairy tales and stories; folk and artistic tales; artistic tale inspired by folklore tradition; fantastic and realistic story;
the educational value of a story (Brothers Grimm, Perrault, Andersen, Pushkin, I. B. Mazurani¢...), fables.
Children’s literature types: novel, story

Children’s novel (childhood novel, animal novel, adventure novel, fantasy novel, adolescent novel)
Children’s poetry (structure, verse, motive, figures)

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18. Learning methods:

-Lectures alongside student participation and discussion

-Work on the text

-Writing and presenting individual seminar papers.

The content of the lectures is based on the listed topics of the course which are presented through an interactive

approach, which means that students are required to consult the listed works and do the required reading for each
topic.

19. Assessment methods:

Seminar paper (presentation in class) and written exam. As part of their pre-exam obligations, students are required
to prepare an individual or group seminar paper which will encompass a specific topic from the syllabus. The seminar
paper is handed in to the teacher in written form for review and assessment, and it is then presented orally. A student
can receive from 0 to 25 points for a written and presented seminar paper. A student can receive 0-25 points for a
written and presented seminar paper. In addition, a student can receive 0-15 points in a semester for continuous
activity in class. In order for a student to pass the course, they need to receive a minimum of 54 points in total, with a

minimum of 40 points in the final written exam. The exam encompasses the covered topics in lectures from the entire
semester.
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20. Assessment components:

The exam grade is based on the total amount of points that the student receives by fulfilling pre-exam obligations and
passing exams, according to the quality of the acquired knowledge and skills, which amounts to 100 points, and is
determined according to the following scale:
