15. Course aims:

A study of the development and current state of standard linguistic norms of Bosnian, Croatian and Serbian language ,
and training for oral and written expression in accordance with the standard linguistic norms.

16. Learning outcomes:

Students are expected to know, understand and be able to do after successful completion of the learning process:
- to express orally and in writing in accordance with the orthographic and orthoepic standard standard Bosnian,
Croatian and Serbian languages,

- to interpret basic theoretical features of the standard language and apply them in specific situations

- to comment on the basic theoretical features of the standard language and apply them in specific situations,

- to deal with spelling and orthoepic dilemmas that arise in contemporary language.
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17. Course content:

Bosnian, Croatian , Serbian language as dijasistem (organic idioms of Bosniaks, Croats , Serbs and Montenegrins as
genetically structured unit).

Standard language, features, principles and stages of standardization.

Contemporary Bosnian, Croatian and Serbian language and their dialectal base - stokavian as the basis of literary
language.

Modern language situation in B&H (with special reference to the linguistic norm).

Orthographic and orthoepic norm of modern Bosnian language (a comparison with the situation in Croatian and
Serbian language).
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18. Learning methods:

Method of oral presentation, discussions, explaining, showing methods, heuristic methods - combined with different
activities.

19. Assessment methods:

After half of the semester, students take the writing test (first partial examination). The maximum number of points
is 40. After finishing the semester they have second writing test for the rest of course (second partial examination),
for which they also receive 40 points.

For continuous activity in lectures and exercises throughout the semester, the student can achieve from 0 to 20
points.

In order for the student to pass the subject he or she must achieve a minimum of 54 points.
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20. Assessment components:

Final grade is based on the total number of points the student acquired during the semester, and according to the
quality of the acquired knowledge and skills; it has a maximum of 100 points, and is determined according to the
following scale:
