15. Course aims:

The aim of the course is to acquire knowledge on the basics of the theory of literature, the structure of literary text, 
the fundamental characteristics of stylistics, the term "figure" and its division.

It is expected that students enrolled in the course, lectures and demonstrations, will be able to analyse literary text, to 
note the difference between the structure of the lyrical poem and the prose text and their elements, in particular 
lyrical poems and its rhythmic organization, then recognize and distinguish the figures of diction, words, thoughts 
and its constructions, as well as to observe the changes that occur in the processes of distinguishing transfer and 
metaphorics (words).

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The exam is divided into two parts. The first part covers the subject of lectures and demonstrations and relates to the 
recognizing and defining stylistic expressions - figure. Exam, i.e., mini-test consists of 10 tasks (examples from literary
texts with figures). Each of the assignments carries a maximum of 2 points and the student can accomplish  
20 points in total. As part of the pre-exam preparations, students are required to prepare individual or group seminar 
work that will include topics from the subject content. Seminar paper is submitted to the course professor for 
marking and then is orally presented. All students participate in developing and presenting seminar work and are 
assessed individually for their contribution and presentation. For the participation and preparation of the seminar 
work the student can maximally get 10 points. For the continuous activity on lectures and demonstrations, the 
student can achieve from 0 to 20 points. The second part is written final exam. The student gets 5 assignments 
(questions, themes, lessons 
units). For each assignment the student can achieve a maximum of 10 points and the total maximum number of points 
that he student can achieve in the final exam is 50. All tests on gained knowledge are recognized as a cumulative exam 
If the result is positive after each individual test and is at least 50% of the total predicted or required knowledge and 
skills. In order for a student to pass an exam, they must have a minimum of 54 cumulative points, where 
minimum 25 points is from the final exam. 

19. Assessment methods:

Lecture, active learning techniques with active student participation and discussion. Audit demonstrations: 
preparation and presentation of the individual and group seminar papers. On mini-test examples, the students are 
being prepared for the final exams. During each semester, each student will receive one individual project or be 
involved in a team development project.
