15. Course aims:

- to transfer the basic knowledge in history of Slavic languages to students 
 - direct contact with linguistic facts. Critical approach towards scientific literature 
 - improve students' intellectual skills in the sense of acquired knowledge application in teaching process 
 - improve students’ communication skills in written and verbal form

   Introduction to comparative grammar. Linguistic cognateness. Isoglosses and family tree. Phonological rules and 
sound changes. The typology and chronology of sound changes. Comparative method and internal reconstruction 
method. The history of comparative indoeuropeistics: W. Jones, R. Rask, F. Bopp, J. Grimm. Indo-European languages 
phonological system – from Indo-European to Proto- Slavic. Classical Proto- Slavic language. General Slavic sound 
changes. South-Slavic languages. East-Slavic languages. West-Slavic languages. Bosnian language in contact with 
other languages.  

At the end of semester/course, the successful students, who continuously met their duties during the whole 
educational period will be able to: 
 - get acquainted with Slavic languages and their history 
- general Slavic sound changes 
 - use available literature related to solving different problems of this course; 
- understand the importance of this course, which is necessary for the understanding of other linguistic disciplines in 
this and the following academic years, and their importance in their future improvement and pedagogical work.

16. Learning outcomes:
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For the purpose of the efficient teaching and in order to meet the set course goals and students’ competencies the 
following methods will be used in the course: 
- Lectures 
- Practice classes  
The content of lectures and practice lessons are presented through an interactive approach which implies that 
students can discuss, exchange ideas between each other, learn from each other. 
During lectures and practice classes or after them, the lecturer and the assistant are to be available to students 
through consultations, contacts and support for any indistinctnesses and explanations. 
 

In order to check the acquired knowledge the following will be used: 
- written method 
- oral method 
Written method includes the written assessment. The assessment will be realized through questions and answers 
from the course curriculum. The questions will be announced after the realization of the lectures.  
The oral part of the exam will be performed on the basis of several questions from the curriculum and students’ 
answers within the 10-15 minutes time frame.  
Within their pre-exam duties, students will, during the semester, take two (2) preliminary exams that will include a 
specific topics from the course curriculum, and they can earn 0-10 points. Next, for their presence at lectures and 
practice classes, and continuous active participation at lectures and practice classes during the whole semester a 
student can earn 0-15 points. 
The final exam is written and includes the topics covered at lectures and practice classes in the whole semester. A 
student can earn 0-25 points at final written exam. A student can earn 0-25 points at final oral exam.  After meeting 
the pre-exam duties, written and oral part of the exam, the competent lecturer will create a single complete grade 
together with the student.
