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Seminar paper (presentation in class) and written exam. As part of their pre-exam obligations, students are required 
to prepare an individual or group seminar paper which will encompass a specific topic from the syllabus. The seminar 
paper is handed in to the teacher in written form for review and assessment, and it is then presented orally. A student 
can receive from 0 to 25 points for a written and presented seminar paper. In addition, a student can receive 0-15 
points in a semester for continuous activity in class. In order for a student to pass the course, they need to receive a 
minimum of 54 points in total, with a minimum of 25 points in the final written exam. The exam encompasses the 
covered topics in lectures from the entire semester.
