15. Course aims:

Introducing students to literary and historical, epochal, typical, poetic characteristics and tendencies of the Middle
Ages, Renaissance, Baroque and Classicist literature.

16. Learning outcomes:

Successful students, who have continuously fulfilled their obligations throughout the semester, will be able to:

« understand the literary and historical poetical framework of the literature from the Middle Ages, Renaissance,
Baroque and Classicism

« at the level of appropriate poetics of understanding, they understand, contextualize, compare and analyze the
paradigmatic world’s achievements.
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17. Course content:

Culture and literature of the Middle Ages; the issue of the temporal border of the epoch (Jacques la Goff); Space and
time concepts, chronotope; types and genres in the literature of the Middle Ages; troubadour lyricism and context (4);
Divine Comedy, Dante Alighieri - time, space, semiotics of the Divine Comedy (J. M. Lotman), (4);

Characters and the Dante - Virgil - Odyssey - Beatrice relation, (4);

Humanism and Renaissance, the beginnings of Renaissance artistic literature in Italy; Petrarca, Canzoniere; Boccaccio,
Decameron - structure, chronotope, individualism, hedonism, humor (4);

Renaissance in France, Spain and England. The Renaissance hero (4);

F. Rabelais, Gargantua and Pantagruel - Bakhtin, Rabelais and laughing culture of the Middle Ages, carnival,
grotesque, "realistic fantasy”, specific semiotics of death (4);

M. de Cervantes, Don Quixote - parody, the fact and fiction relation, the reader and the world of the literary text (4);
Elizabethan theatre and Elizabethan drama; the relation between the antique drama and the Middle Ages morality
and mystery - Renaissance drama (4);

W. Shakespeare, Hamlet as a poligenre text (4);
Othello, Macbeth (4) ;

Richard I1I, King Lear, (4)

Romeo and Juliet, A Midsummer Night’s Dream (4);

Baroque literature. Calderon, Life is a dream; Milton, Paradise Lost; Tasso, Jerusalem Delivered, (4);

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18. Learning methods:

The most important learning methods in the course are:

- Lectures with the occasional use of multimedia, work on the text - student activity and discussion.
- Auditory exercises.

- The preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers.

19. Assessment methods:

Seminar paper (presentation in class) and written exam. As part of their pre-exam obligations, students are required
to prepare an individual or group seminar paper which will encompass a specific topic from the syllabus. The seminar
paper is handed in to the teacher in written form for review and assessment, and it is then presented orally. A student
can receive from 0 to 30 points for a written and presented seminar paper. In addition, a student can receive 0-20
points in a semester for continuous activity in class. At the final written exam student can achieve a maximum of 50

points. In order for a student to pass the course, they need to receive a minimum of 54 points in total, with a
minimum of 25 points in the final written exam.
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20. Assessment components:

The exam grade is based on the total amount of points that the student receives by fulfilling pre-exam obligations and
passing exams, according to the quality of the acquired knowledge and skills, which amounts to 100 points, and is
determined according to the following scale:

Student obligations, Points: Lesson Attendance 5; Practice Attendance 5; Activity 10; Seminar paper 30; Total
pre-exam obligations 50; Final exam 50.

The minimum number of points required to pass an exam is 54.
