15. Course aims:

Introducting students with developmental flows, basic forms and the most significant phenomena of cultural and 
literary life between the two world wars (1918-1945). Studying representative literary texts of the Bosnian-
Herzegovinian literature in the interwar period. Introducting students to the first avant-garde tendencies in Bosnian-
Herzegovinian literature. 

Students taking this course should acquire the following competences:  
• Understanding the literary and poetic features of Bosnian-Herzegovinian literature in the first half of the 20th 
century; 
• Acquire knowledge of representative interwar literarary works. 
This course prepares the students to: 
• Interpret the most significant texst of Bosnian-Herzegovinian literature from 1918 to 1945;   
• Connect literary content with other practices, phenomena and content of the social and cultural life in an 
interdisciplinary manner.

At the end of the  semester, students take a written test (the second mid-term test) which encompasses the material 
covered in lessons of the semester. The test consists of essay questions. A student can receive a maximum of 20 points 
at the exam. As part of their pre-exam obligations, the students are required to write an individual or group seminar 
paper which will encompass specific topics from the syllabus. The seminar paper is handed in to the teacher in 
written form for review and assessment, and is then orally presented. All students take part in writing and presenting 
the group seminar paper, and their participation is assessed individually. A student can receive 0-10 points for a 
written and presented seminar paper. In addition, a student can receive 0-5 points in a semester for continuous 
activity in class.  
The final exam is oral.   
During the oral exam, the student answers three questions drawn from the curriculum covered in lessons. The 
student can receive a maximum of 50 points at an oral exam.  
In order for a student to pass the course, they need to receive a minimum of 54 points in total, with a minimum of 25 
points in the final oral exam.   

19. Assessment methods:

With the aim of efficient teaching and meeting the set objectives and student competences, the following methods 
will be applied during the course: 
 - Teaching by multimedia, active learning techniques and active participation and student discussions;   
- Auditory exercises; 
- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers.
