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18. Learning methods:

For the purpose of efficient teaching and achievement of set course objectives and student competencies during the
course, the following methods will be used:

- Lectures,

- Exercises (group / team work),

- Multimedia lessons

- Discussion

19. Assessment methods:

Students are required to do school practice. School practice includes: - 10 teaching hours per student in different
classes (5 classes in elementary school and 5 hours in high school), - keeps a journal of school practice, writes
preparations and performs 1 trial and 1 test unit in the same department. At the end of the semester, students are
required to pass the final exam, which includes thematic units that were processed throughout the semester, both in
lectures and on exercises. In order to enter the final exam, students are obliged to fulfill all pre-departure obligations.
Methods of grading students include the following criteria:

attendance and activity in lectures and exercises which includes the observation of classes by school, writing
preparation for the teaching unit, holding a lesson and writing / final exam.

To verify the acquired knowledge will be used:

- written and

- oral method

Written method includes written knowledge checking. Knowledge assessment will be realized through questions and
answers from the content of the subject. The same will be done after the realization of the foreseen lectures.

Oral exams will be conducted on the basis of multiple questions from the content and answers of the students in the
course of 10-15 minutes.

For continuous activity in lectures and exercises throughout the whole semester students can achieve from 0 to 5
points, as well as attendance at lectures / exercises; Therefore, a total of 10 pre-examination points for the presence
and activity.

The final exam is written and covers the topics covered by lectures and exercises throughout the semester. At the
final written exam, the student can achieve 0 to 25 points. On the oral part of the exam the student can achieve 0 to 25
points. After the pre-requisites, the written and oral part of the exam, the responsible teacher together with the
student will form a joint assessment.
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20. Assessment components:

The assessment of the exam is based on the total number of points the student has obtained by fulfilling the pre-
requisites and passing the exam, and according to the quality of the bank
Knowledge and skills, and contains a maximum of 100 points and is determined according to the following scale:
