15. Course aims:

The aim of this course is to introduce students to the key tendencies, poetics, the most important literary and 
authorial phenomena and the works of South Slavic avant-garde literature, the social literature in the period between 
the two World Wars, Modernism and Postmodernism. Analysis and interpretation of representative texts of South 
Slavic literature of the 20th century.

- to understand and explain the historical, social and poetic circumstances that influenced the appearance of analyzed 
texts; 
-to recognize the main poetic features of lines and individual opus in the period covered by the program of the course;

- to develop the ability of analysis and synthesis while interpreting literature and artistic texts; 
-interpret and compare the most important texts of South Slavic literature avant-garde, the social literature in the 
period between the two World Wars, Modernism and Postmodernism.

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Seminar paper (presentation in class) and written exam. As part of their pre-exam obligations, students are required 
to prepare an individual or group seminar paper which will encompass a specific topic from the syllabus. The seminar 
paper is handed in to the teacher in written form for review and assessment, and it is then presented orally. A student 
can receive from 0 to 25 points for a written and presented seminar paper. In addition, a student can receive 0-15 
points in a semester for continuous activity in class. In order for a student to pass the course, they need to receive a 
minimum of 54 points in total, with a minimum of 25 points in the final written exam. The final exam is in written 
form and it encompasses the topics covered in lectures and practice from the entire semester. 

19. Assessment methods:

- Lectures and practice alongside student participation and discussion; Work on the text  
- Writing and presenting individual seminar papers.
