At the mini-test, students will 
be able to win more than 20 points. The minimum number of points to pass this test 8 will then be implemented final 
test. The total number of credits a student can achieve in this test is 50, while the minimum number of points 
required for passage in this part of the exam 26, oral method will be applied to students through written exams 
achieve less than the minimum number of points (26) and those students who express a desire to oral examination 
repair achieved number of points. Students in the testing does not achieve the minimum number of points (26), are 
obliged to take the oral exam. 
 
Oral examination 
 
The oral part of the exam will be conducted on the basis of several questions from the course content and the 
response of students for 15 to 30 minutes. The maximum number of points that can be achieved in this part of the 
exam is 50, and the minimum to pass the test is 26 points.
