15. Course aims:

Understanding the results of contemporary scientific research, methods and theories in the field of psychology of
motivation with a special emphasis on understanding the interaction of biological, behavioral, cognitive and social
aspects of these processes as well as pointing to the close relation between motivation and emotion.

After completing the course, realized seminars and passed exam, the student should be able to:

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17. Course content:

- Introduction to the Psychology of emotions

- What are the emotions (definition of the terms: affect, emotion, mood, emotional components, different
categorizations of emotion).

- Causes and number of Emotions (comparison of different perspectives, basic emotions, criteria for determining basic
emotions).

- Function of emotions

- Biological aspects of emotion

- Cognitive, social and cultural aspects of emotions

-Individual differences in emotional perception (the role of personality traits)

- Introduction to the Psychology of motivation (historical review of areas, research approaches, defining the terms of:
will, instinct, motivation).

- An overview of the theory of motivation

- Physiological and psychological needs

- Social needs

- Cognition and Motivation (cognitive approach to motivation, plans, goals, feedback).

- Intrinsic motivation and types of extrinsic motivation (intrinsic and extrinsic motivation, incentives and
consequences, reinforcers, theory of cognitive evaluation, theory of self-determination).
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18. Learning methods:

In lectures and practical classes, the didactic method will be used:
- the method of oral presentation

- method of demonstration and illustration

- method of conversation

- method of written work

- the method of reading and working on the text

19. Assessment methods:

a) Written assesment

b) Oral assesment

The written method of assessment includes tests, including the topics covered during the lectures within whole
semester. Students can earn a minimum of 25 points per test (more then 60%)

The final exam is in written form, and includes the topics covered over the entire semester. Students can earn a

maximum of 50 points on the final exam. Oral assesment will be applied for students who earned minimum of 25
points.

Written assesment

After the course, tests will be used to asses students knowledge. Multiple type of questions will be applied.

Students who pass written exam, meaning, students who earn from 30 to 50 points will fulfill requirements for oral
exam. In order for students to earn the minimum passing grade, they need to score at least 25 points and a maximum
of 50 points on written exam.

Oral assesment

In order to apply oral part of exam, questions related to content and students answers will be used. This part of exam
will last from 15 to 30 minutes.

On this part of exam, students can earn a maximum of 10 points and minimum of 6 points.
