15. Course aims:

Familiarize students with fundamental concepts from general psychology, psychological paradigms, elements of 
research in psychology and the biological basis of psychological life. The aim of the course is also to introduce 
students to the field of psychology related to perception and attention. At the end of  the course, students will be 
familiarized with different theoretical approaches and different phenomenas within mentioned areas. 

Based on the program content and set goals, students will be able to:  
- understand different psychological paradigms, to become familiar  with elements of research work, to understand 
biological basis of psychological functions and to understand basis and determinants of perception and attention.

- About psychology (origin, problem of psychology, definition, subject) 
- History of psychology 
- psychological perspectives of XIX Century (Structuralism, functionalism, associationism) 
- Psychological perspectives of XX Century (Russian school of Physiology; Behaviorism, Genetic Psychology; 
Psychodinamic psychology, cognitive psychology, humanistic psychology) 
- branches of psyhology 
- research in psychology 
- biological outlines of psychological life 
- Endocrine system (hormones and endocrine glands) 
- evolution and  fundamentals of genetic 
- Perception 
- Senses 
- Visual perception (recognition of shapes and objects, observation of depth) 
- Attention (types of attention, selective attention and eyes movement, theories of selective attention) 
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The written method of assessment includes two tests, including the topics covered during the semester up to that 
point both in lectures and in practical classes. Students can earn a maximum of 20 points per test. 
The final exam is in written form, and includes the topics covered over the entire semester. Students can earn a 
maximum of 50 points on the final exam.  
Pre-exam points amount to a total of 50 points (40 points for the two tests and another 10 for attendance and active 
in-class participation. By fulfilling all of their requirements, students can thus earn a maximum of 100 points. 
Test points count towards the final grade cumulatively if students score at least 50% points on both the test and final 
exam. 
In order for students to earn the minimum passing grade, they need to score at least 54 cumulative points, of which at 
least 25 on the final exam. The final grade is formed as a sum of all points earned in-class, the test and the final exam.
