15. Course aims:

Familiarize students with cognitive and conative processes; Introducing students with an area of intelligence from 
her positions within the overall cognitive and similar sciences, through different theoretical approaches, types of 
intelligence, relation of intelligence with some relevant sociodemographic variables and psychological 
constructs; To enable students to acquire basic knowledge in the field of psychology related to personality.

Based on program content and set goals, students will be trained to: 
Understand the basic cognitive and conative functions as well as understand the determinants that determine the 
findings, the will and the

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17. Course content:

- Learning (Definitions of learning, Types of learning) 
- Memory (sensory memory, short-term memory, long-term memory, encoding and decoding, reproduction) 
- Language (basic parts of language, universality and specificity of language, understanding of language, speech 
disorders, speech production, localization of language) 
- Opinion (formation of concepts, resonance, induction and deduction, problem solving, problem solving factors, 
creativity) 
- Intelligence and abilities (definitions of intelligence, psychometric and non-psychometric theory of intelligence, 
determinants of  intelligence, tests of intelligence) 
- Consciousness (consciousses and unconsciousness, sleep and dreams, hypnosis) 
- Emotions (determination of emotions, theories of emotion) 
- Expression and recognition of emotions, aggression and theory of aggression, happiness, stress) 
- Motives and motivation (determination of motivation, definition of motivation, motivation and motives) 
- Personality (personality definitions, temperament and character, personality dynamics, personality development 
and socialization, factors of socialization, theories of personality).
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The written method of assessment includes two tests, including the topics covered during the semester up to that 
point both in lectures and in practical classes. Students can earn a maximum of 20 points per test. 
The final exam is in written form, and includes the topics covered over the entire semester. Students can earn a 
maximum of 50 points on the final exam.  
Pre-exam points amount to a total of 50 points (40 points for the two tests and another 10 for attendance and active 
in-class participation. By fulfilling all of their requirements, students can thus earn a maximum of 100 points. 
Test points count towards the final grade cumulatively if students score at least 50% points on both the test and final 
exam. 
In order for students to earn the minimum passing grade, they need to score at least 54 cumulative points, of which at 
least 25 on the final exam. The final grade is formed as a sum of all points earned in-class, the test and the final exam.
