16. Learning outcomes:
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The program contents are implemented through the following form of teaching: 
- Lectures 
- Seminars 
 
The following teaching methods are used in the lectures and seminars: the oral presentation method, the dialogue 
method, the method of demonstration and illustration, the writing method, the working on text method. 
The forms of educational work that are used in the teaching process and implementing of the course contents are 
following: frontal, group, paired and individual work. 
The learning forms that are used in the teaching process are following: experiential, organizational and self-directed 
learning. 
 
 
 
 
 
The knowledge and students' achievements assessment is performed through: 
- The written partial exams (twice during the semester) 
- The colloquium 
- The oral final exam 
 
Written knowledge tests are conducted during the semester (at the middle and at the end of semester). The questions 
on the written parts of exam can be in the form of an essay, test and TOT (Tasks of the Objective Type). The 
achievements on the written parts of exam are the integral part of the overall student achievements within the course 
during the semester. 
The colloquium is a presentation of the student's individual reviews of three books from the extended literature, as 
well as, three articles from pedagogical journals that related to the subject matter. These presentations are realized in 
the seminars.  
The oral examination is conducted at the final, corrective and final-corrective exam. The students who have reached 
all prerequisites and who have attended and verified the semester are entitled to access on the oral exam.
