The successful development and prezentacojom individual or 
group project, students can win a maximum of 10 points (10% of total points). Seminar or team project in a written 
submission to the teacher concerned to review and assessment, and is presented orally. The student is required by the 
end of the semester do and deliver an independent critical review in writing to the presence, observation and active 
participation through interactive workshops intended for the creation of personal attitudes in the comparative mode 
of research and improvement of pedagogical education at all levels will be evaluated with 10 points (10% of the total 
number of points). Students will have one semester during partial (colloquial) the examination in the areas covered 
by the contents of the subject to be realized, and which will be evaluated with 10 points (10% of total points). Written 
colloquial assessment will be organized in mid-semester. The remaining number of 50 points (50%) in student's final 
exam, which is done in writing. Final written exam consists of multiple-choice tasks, tasks or recall essay assignments. 
A student in the final written exam can achieve a maximum of 50 points (50% of total points). Written exam taken by 
all students in the course at the same time thereby achieving uniformity of the level of knowledge that is being tested, 
as well as the conditions under which the student takes the exam. e and critical review.
