Become familiar with the issues of environmental education, develop an interest in devising practical environmental
activities educational activities, develop environmental competence for creative and creative learning and teaching,
to meet pedagogical aspects of education on environment and sustainable development, to understand the place of

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17. Course content:

The subject, objective, tasks, place environmental pedagogy in the system of pedagogical science, objectives, forms
and types of education environment and sustainable development, environmental awareness & EcoCulture and
interaction with nature, position and importance of ecological education reforms in educational programs, activities
of environmental education in the modern family and the school, ecological intelligence and ecological literacy as a
condition of sustainable development, environmental legislation and international legal environmental documents,
structure and organization of time on environment and sustainable development in the field study, environmental
needs and interest, environmental competencies of educators and students, methods and means of environmental
education, environmental education and event, ekoschool and designs schools in nature, school curriculum in nature,
ecological free activities, environmental activities in the local community, marking the international ecological date.
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18. Learning methods:

Activities for learning through experiential learning, observation and reflection, create concepts and develop ideas
with preference for visual, auditory, verbal, social and independent learning style. The most important method of
learning is oral presentation and presentation - lectures using modern multimedia resources, with techniques
learning and active participation, through discussions, critical review, team work and field work.

19. Assessment methods:

Students will have one semester during partial
(colloquial) assessment of areas that cover the content of the subject to be realized, and which will be evaluated with
10 points (10% of total points). The written assessment is organized in mid-semester. The remaining number of 50
points (50%) student achieves final test, which is taken orally or in writing. Final written exam consists of tasks
multiple choice, essay tasks or recall tasks.
