15. Course aims:

« to acquaint students with the scientific basis of social work and acquire basic knowledge about the subject, methods,
functions, categorical-conceptual system principles and socio-ethical values of social work,

« that students understand the relationship and the need for cooperation of social work with pedagogy, psychology
and other social and humanities,

« to provide students with knowledge about the concept, phenomenological characteristics and etiology of occurrence
of delinquency, to know methods, in the data collection and diagnosis of social behavior, and family and personal
process of making social history of minors, to acquire knowledge about the tasks of social work and a
multidisciplinary team of experts in various fields of social

reaction to the occurrence of Juvenile delinquency (prevention, social reintegration, social reintegration minor),

« to provide students with knowledge on juvenile justice and learn about the process of imposing the application of
corrective measures and different models sanctioning delinquent beha

16. Learning outcomes:

At the end of the semester / course successful students will be able to:

« recognize and identify the object, methods, categorical-conceptual system, tasks, functions and social and ethical
values of social work as a voluntary, professional and scientific activities,

« to recognize and bond institutions of social work with pedagogy, psychology and others. Social and Human Sciences,
« identify and define concepts: social work, state social needs, social problems, social behavior,

social diagnosis, social history, prevention, re-socialization, juvenile and juvenile delinquency,

« identify and analyze etiological factors and consequences of juvenile delinquency,

« Identify tasks multidisciolinarnog team of experts in various fields of social reaction to the emergence of
juvenile delinquency and the role of educators and psychologists on the team,

« distinguish between different models and methodological procedures of social work in the area of detecting and
diagnosing the causes and

prevention of delinquent behavior, sanction, social reintegration and social reintegration of minors,

« identify and recognize the institution of juvenile justice and the different educational measures and models of
sanctions delinquency of minors.

17. Course content:

The scientific bases of social work (establishing and defining objects, methods, principles, rules, tasks, functions and
categorical system concepts like social),

* The term phenomena and define Juvenile delinquency,

« Diagnosing social behavior and detection and diagnosis of juvenile delinquency,

« The etiology and prevention of the appearance of juvenile offense,

« Juvenile delinquency as an individual phenomenon, social phenomenon, educational and social problem,

« The organization and tasks of the team work of experts in the field of social work in the areas of community reaction
to the emergence of Juvenile delinquency (prevention, re-socialization, social reintegration),

« Methodically act of social work in data collection and preparation of the social history of juvenile offender

» Sanctioning of juvenile delinquency and juvenile justice,

« Educational measures, educational recommendations, the judicial model, social protection model and the model of
restorative justice,

* Resocialization and social reintegration of minors in the family and the local community.
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18. Learning methods:

For the purpose of effective teaching and to achieve the objectives and learning outcomes of students in the course of
execution continue to be used the following teaching methods:

« interactive lectures,

* mini-tests

. seminars-independent.

19. Assessment methods:

Final final exam preceding Prerequisites: presence and activity in lectures, seminars and mini test. From the pre-exam
student can achieve a maximum of 50 points. The student is required regularly attend the lectures (P). During the
semester, the student can fail a maximum of three times of lectures. In the event that a student due to illness or other
valid reasons could not attend a certain number of hours of instruction, that is required in agreement with the subject
teacher to make up the same, and execute on a particular lacking obligations through independent work, in
consultation with the teachers. For continuous presence and activity in class throughout the semester, the student
can achieve maximum 14 points. In this way, students will be encouraged to attend classes regularly and to be active
in class during the whole semester. A larger number of unexcused absences from 6 to P will not be tolerated and in
this case the student will not able to get the signature of the responsible teachers necessary for verification of the
semester. For done and presented a seminar work a student can earn 0-6 points. During the semester, students will
get to solve one mini-test. Tests will include processed teaching units. The goal of the test is to get students through
exams throughout the semester preparing for the final exam. About the time of the test Students will be notified at
least 15 days earlier. The maximum number of points a student can achieve at tes is 30 points. This opens the
possibility that a student can of pre-exam maximum 50 points to win. Upon completion of the pre-exam and of classes
in the first semester followed by a final examination consisting of oral assessment of students. The maximum number
of points a student can achieve the final oral exam is 50 points. The date for the final oral examination will be
communicated to students at least fifteen (15) days prior to the examination.
