15. Course aims:

Understand the goals, tasks, methods of studying Integrative Pedagogy, Understand the Causes, Types and 
Consequences of Different Types of Disorders, Understand the Sociopedagogical Aspects of Integrating Children of 
Different Disorders and Their Institutional Activities in the Area of Education, Develop Ability to Overcome Assistance 
Model Children with varying degrees of difficulty and problems of social integration, recognize the importance of 
cooperation between families, society, public institutions and media to help children with special needs, to familiarize 
the basic characteristics of children with developmental difficulties.

Introduction, task, area of activity and development of integrative pedagogy, Integrative Pedagogy in the Science 
System, Basic Concepts of Integrative Pedagogy, Difficulties in Development (Concept of Difficulty in Development, 
etiology, Developmental Disabilities, Basic Needs of Children with Developmental Disabilities), New Guidelines in the 
upbringing and education of children with developmental difficulties, the role of parents and teachers in upbringing 
children and youth with developmental difficulties, the structure of integrating schools, characteristics of children 
with developmental difficulties (vision, hearing, motor, speech, mental functions, socioemocional functions Multiple 
disturbances), Prevention models and programs.

Students will be trained to identify, identify the type of impairment in children with special needs and to practice the 
encounter with children of different categories of developmental impairments, trained for pedagogical identification, 
differentiate and make a sketch of the child's profile through pedagogical charts on child progress with special 
needs, prevention and intervention through pedagogical action at different instances of the occurrence of social 
integration in society, preschool institutions, schools, leisure time, homes and other places of possible victimization.

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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The following activities of successful learning are planned: through specific experience in different institutions for 
children with special needs, observation and reflection, concept creation and development of ideas, preferring visual, 
auditory, verbal, social and independent learning style. The most important method of learning is the oral 
presentation and presentation - lectures using modern multimedia tools, active learning techniques and 
participation, through discussion and critical review.

With contingent attendance on the course and activity during the semester, students can achieve 20 points (20% of 
the total score). Of these, 15 students can attend attendance (lectures and exercises) and 5 points for active 
participation through discussions and discussions. With a successful design and presentation of an individual or group 
project, the student can win a maximum of 10 points (10% of the total score). The seminar work or the team project is 
submitted in writing to the subject teacher for examination and evaluation and then presented orally. 
The student is obliged to complete and deliver an independent critical review in written form for attendance, 
observation and active participation in workshops at centers for various damages for children with special needs, and 
through interactive workshops aimed at integrating children with special needs to be evaluated with 10 points (10% of 
total points). During the semester, students will have a partial (colloquial) assessment of knowledge in the field that 
covers the content of the subject that has been realized and will be evaluated with 10 points (10% of the total number 
of points). A written colloquial assessment is organized in half semester. The remaining 50 points (50%) of the student 
are earned on the final exam that is written in writing. The final written exam consists of multiple choice tasks, 
retrieval tasks, or essay assignments. The student can complete a maximum of 50 points (50% of the total score) on 
the final written exam. A written exam puts all the students on the subject at the same time, thereby achieving the 
level of knowledge that is being tested and the conditions under which a student takes the exam.
