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The methods of assessment are based on the continuous evaluation of the knowledge and on the final exam. 
Pre-exam points 
Pre-exam points amount to a total of 50 points - 30 points for the mid-terms test and another 20 for attendance and 
active in-class participation.  
Mid-term points 
Mid-term exam is the written method of assessment and  includes two tests (mid-term), including the topics covered 
during the semester up to that point both in lectures and in practical classes. Students can earn a maximum of 15 
points per test, cumulatively maximum 30 points. 
Final exam points 
The final exam is in written form, and test includes the topics covered over the entire semester. Students can earn a 
maximum of 50 points on the final exam. 
By fulfilling all of their requirements, students can thus earn a maximum of 100 points.

0-53 5 (five) fail F 
54-63 6 (six) satisfactory E 
64-74 7 (seven) good D

This course is based on an active and collaborative learning perspective.  The active learning approach is based on 
collaborative, inquiry-based, student–centered approach to teaching, in which students are actively involved in their 
own knowledge acquisition. Methods will also include practical classes with the use of various multimedia teaching 
aids and weekly office hours with the lecturer and teaching assistant. 
Independent work through self-study and preparation for the test and the final exam. Students are obliged to attend 
at least 80% of lectures / seminars. The language of instructions is BHS.
