16. Learning outcomes:

Students will be trained for pedagogical elaboration and methodological concretization of various ecological
activities, ecopedagogical design of learning strategies and ecological education content, ecocultural development,

17. Course content:

Object, goal, tasks, place of ecological pedagogy in the system of pedagogical science, goals, forms and types of
environment education and sustainable development, ecological awareness, ecoculture and interaction with nature,
position and significance of ecological education in reform of educational programs, contents of ecological education
in modern families and schools, ecological intelligence and ecological literacy as a prerequisite for sustainable
development, environmental legislation and international legal ecological documents, structure and organization of
times about environment and sustainable development in field teaching, ecological needs and interests, ecological
competence of educators and pupils, methods and means of ecological education, ecological education and
manifestation, barn school and school model in nature, NPP school in nature, ecologica
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18. Learning methods:

Activities of successful learning through experiential learning, observation and reflection, creation of conceptions
and ideas development, preferring visual, auditory, verbal, social, and independent learning style. The most
important method of learning is the oral presentation and presentation of lectures using modern multimedia tools,
active learning techniques and participation, through discussion, critical review, teamwork and field teaching.

19. Assessment methods:

Students who have a contested attendance in teaching and activity during the semester can earn 20 points (20% of the
total number of points). Of this, 15 points can be attained by attending lectures and exercises and 5 points for active
participation through discussions and discussions. By successfully producing and presenting individual seminar work
or team project on the state of the environment in the environment where student (s) lives and recommendations for
improvement of the environment, the student can win a maximum of 20 points (20% of the total number of points). A
seminar work or a team project is submitted in written form to the subject teacher for review and evaluation, and
then is presented verbally. Students will be able to present the organization and the NPP School in Nature or plan an
international program Eko$kola. Students will have a partial (colloquial) examination of the subject during the
semester in the areas that cover the content of the course that has been realized, which will be evaluated with 10
points % of the total number of points). Written examination of knowledge is organized in the middle of the semester.
The remaining 50 points (50%) is achieved by the student at the final exam, which is written in writing, or verbally.
The final written exam consists of multi-choice assignments. A student in the final written examination can achieve a
maximum of 50 points (50% of the total score).
