15. Course aims:

Familiarize students with contemporary trends, problems of getting acquainted with the rules of physical and 
psychological development of the child (from birth to start of school). 
Organization, realization and evaluation of contemporary preschool upbringing/education for children from birth to 
start of school. 
Training for critical evaluation of existing plans and programs and  curriculum, and finding new and better 
organizational and educational solutions for targeted and free activities of trainees/minors/adolescents. 
Pedagogical training for the development and upgrading of preschool methodology and managing of preschool 
documentation.

After passed exam, students will be capacitated; 
- to follow, analyze and to critically use knowledge regarding understanding criteria/standards of education quality in 
preschool age; 
- Familiarization, implementation and  innovation of models and theoretical approaches to the curriculum 
preparation of pre-school education 
- Familiarization, utilization and critical analysis of the functions and criteria of designing children's areas 
(playrooms, kindergartens), and keep tracking the debate about space as a "third educator". 
- Performing elaboration, analysis of students' achievements, manage portfolios and all accompanying administration 
prescribed by the curriculum 
- Evaluating the offer contents of the early age education institutions from the point of view of full development of 
the child. 
- Knowing the role and competencies of preschool children educators. 
- Know the role, competencies and areas of work of pedagogues in preschool institutions, and establish partnerships 
with colleagues and parents and the wider community in order to improve the educational system of preschool 
children

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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During the class Preschool Pedagogy the following activities of learning/training methods are planned: 
- Lectures with the use of multimedia resources/tools, active learning techniques with active participation and 
discussion of students 
- Auditive exercises 
- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers, workshops and/or debates

With contingent attendance of courses/classes and with demonstrated activity during semester, students can achieve 
20 points (20% of the total score).  
Out of these 20 points, students can achieve 15 points directly through attendance (lectures and exercises), and 5 
points can be scored being active in discussions and disputations. 
Successful completion and presentation of individual or group project, students can achieve maximum of 10 points 
(10% of total score).  
Seminar work or group project, is submitted in writing to the subject teacher for examination and evaluation, and 
then is presented orally/verbaly. 
By the end of semester, student is mandated to complete and submit an independent critical review in the written 
format regarding his/hers attendance of classes, active participation through interactive workshops aimed to create 
personal attitudes in comparative research and improving pedagogical education at all levels, all this will be 
evaluated with 10 points (10% of of total number of points). 
During the semester, students will have one partial (colloquial) assessment of knowledge from the field that covers 
the contents of the subject that is accomplished, and this will be evaluated with 10 points (10% of the total score). 
A written colloquial knowledge assessment is executed halfway through the semester. 
The remaining 50 points (50%), the student is earning at a final exam, which is performed in writing. 
The final written exam consists of multiple choice tasks, recruitment tasks, or essay assignments. 
The student can achieve a maximum of 50 points (50% of the total score) on the final written exam. 
All students are attending the examination simultaneously, thus achieving the testing of the identical level of 
knowledge, as well as the identical conditions under which the student takes the exam.
