15. Course aims:

Introducing students with the specifics of organization of pedagogical work in school, work of professional bodies, 
pedagogical-psychological service. Preparation of students for the independent organization, preparation, 
performance and evaluation of the work of the division community and extracurricular activities, and their training 
for proper teaching of pedagogical documentation. Introducing students with the cultural and public activities of the 
school, aspects of family and school cooperation, and the work of the Pupil Council and the Council of Parents.

- Maintenance of pedagogical documentation (Student book, Class book, Dachshund booklet, Chronicle of school, 
Operating curricula and programs, Documentation on extracurricular and free activities of students)

After successfully mastering the Pedagogical Practice I course, the student will: 
- gain insight into the legal framework governing the work of the school, 
- Understand the importance of the Annual Work Program of the School, 
- gain insights into the work of the sectional community and the extracurricular activities of the elementary school, 
- state and describe the competence of the pedagogical-psychological bachelor's degree in elementary school, 
- specify and describe the competences of the Teaching Council, the Class Council, the Section Council and the Expert 
Assets. 
- be able to actively participate in the cultural and public activities of the school, 
- state and describe the aspects of family and school cooperation, 
- state and describe the competencies of the Student Council and the Parent Council, 
- understand the condition of external and internal organization of teaching, 
- Explain the specifics of the organization of supplementary and supplementary classes, 
- know how to properly maintain the pedagogical documentation.

16. Learning outcomes:
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In the lectures and exercises will be used didactic methods: 
- Method of oral presentation 
- Method of demonstration and illustration 
- Method of conversation 
- Method of written paper works  
- Method of reading and working on the text

The student is obliged to attend regular lectures, and practical exercises throughout the semester. Teacher and 
assistant will follow the presence of the students throughout the semester, on a specially created form. For 
In the presence of the lectures, the student earns 5 points, and for the presence of the exercises the student can also 
achieve 5 points. 
For a continuous activity on lectures and exercises throughout the semester, the student can achieve 0 to 10 points. 
After the internships are completed, students are required to draw up a final report from the practice, which, in 
addition to reviews and accomplishments by the student, must include a report of the mentor on the student's 
activity during the course of the internship. The final report shall be submitted in writing to the subject teacher for 
examination and assessment and then presented verbally at the end of the semester as part of the lecture. For the 
completed and presented final report the student can achieve a maximum of 30 points. 
The final exam is oral. The right to go to the final exam are students who have created and presented the final report 
of the practice. The maximum number of points a student can earn on an oral exam is 50. 
In order for a student to pass the subject must achieve at least 54 cumulative points of which at least 25 points per 
final oral exam.
