15. Course aims:

Introducing students to the specifics of the organization of pedagogical work in preschool institutions, specialprimary 
schools, institutions for the protection of children without parental care, centers for social work, disciplinary and 
educational centers, centers for the care of the elderly, counseling centers for parents, civil society organizations 
anddemocratic society. The goal is to train students in the segment of research and innovation of pedagogical work 
into the above institutions.

 - Study of laws, standards and regulations governing the work of: preschool institutions, special primary schools,
institutions for the protection of children without parental care, centers for social work, disciplinary and educational 
centers, centers forcare for the elderly, civil and democratic society organizations and similar institutions; 
- Introduction to activities in the field of planning, programming, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of 
pedagogicaldimensions of work in the above institutions; 
- Introduction to the role and scope of work of pedagogues in the above institutions; 
- Educator as an action researcher; 
- Professional development of pedagogues.

After successfully completing the course Pedagogical Practice II, the student will: 
- gain knowledge of the legal framework governing the work of preschool institutions, special primary schools, 
institutions forprotection of children without parental care, social work centers, disciplinary and educational centers, 
care centers forthe elderly, parent counseling, civil and democratic society organizations and similar institutions; 
- acquire knowledge in the field of planning, programming, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of the 
pedagogical dimension of work in the aboveto the above institutions, 
- be able to innovate pedagogical work in these institutions,- understand the importance of continuous professional 
training of pedagogues ,, 
 

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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In the lectures and exercises will be used didactic methods: 
- Method of oral presentation 
- Method of demonstration and illustration 
- Method of conversation 
- Method of written paper works  
- Method of reading and working on the text

During the whole semester, the student is obliged to attend regular lectures, and practical exercises. Teacher and 
assistant will monitor the presence of students throughout the semester, in a specially created form. For 
The attendance of the lectures gives the student 5 points, and for the presence of exercises, the student can also 
achieve 5 points. 
For continuous activity in lectures and exercises throughout the semester students can achieve from 0 to 10 points. 
After completing the practice, students are required to prepare a final report from practice, which, in addition to 
reviewing and executing assignments from students, must include a report by an assistant (mentor) on student 
activities during the course of the practice. The final report is submitted in written form to the subject teacher for 
review and grade, and then is presented verbally at the end of the semester in the course of the lecture. For a 
completed and presented final report, a student can achieve a maximum of 30 points. 
The final exam is oral. The right to enter the final exam is provided by students who have created and presented the 
final report from practice. The maximum number of points a student can earn on the oral exam is 50. 
In order for the student to pass the course, he must achieve a minimum of 54 cumulative points, of which at least 25 
points per final oral exam.
