« Methodological procedures of social work in collecting data and making a social history of juvenile offenders

« Sanctioning juvenile delinquency and juvenile justice,

« Educational measures, upbringing recommendations, a judicial model, a social-protective model and a model of
restorative justice,

* Re-socialization and social reintegration of juveniles into the family and the local community.
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18. Metode ucenja:

For the purpose of efficient teaching performance and achievement of set goals and student learning outcomes during
the course of teaching, the following teaching methods will be used:

+ interactive lectures,
* mini-tests
. self-seminars.

19. Objasnjenje o provjeri znanja:

The final final written exam previews pre-requisites: presence and activity in lectures, seminar work and mini test.
From the pre-requisites the student can achieve the maximum 50 points. The student is obliged to attend lectures
regularly (P). During the semester the student can maximally miss three times of the lecture. In the event that a
student may not attend a certain number of classes for illness or for other justified reasons, he / she is obliged to
compensate the subject with the subject teacher in the agreement with the subject teacher and, at the same time,
perform the remaining obligations through independent work, in consultation with the subject teacher.

For continuous attendance and lecture activity throughout the semester, the student can achieve a maximum of
14 points. In this way, students will be stimulated to attend classes regularly and to be active throughout the
semester. A greater number of unjustified absences of 6 with P will not be tolerated and in that case the student will
not be able to obtain the signature of the responsible teacher necessary for the certification of the semester. For the
seminar-seminar work, the student can achieve 0 to 6 points.

During the semester, students will have to solve a mini-test. The tests will include the trained teaching units. The
aim of the test is to have the students prepare for the final exam during the entire semester. About the term test
students will be notified at least 15 days earlier. The maximum number of points a student can earn on a test is 30
points. This opens the possibility for a student to earn maximum points from pre-contractual obligations by 50 points.
After completing the pre-requisites and completion of the course, the first semester is followed by a final exam
consisting of verbal examination of students' knowledge. The maximum number of points a student can achieve on
the final exam is 50 points. The term of the final oral exam will be announced to students at least fifteen (15) days
prior to the exam.
