15. Course aims:

The main goal of the course is for students to master the basic knowledge in the field of Special Pedagogy; To gain a 
comprehensive insight into pedagogical and methodological procedures in the field of inclusive education. 
 
 
 

- Introduction, subject, tasks, area of activity and development of Special pedagogy; 
- Social conditioning of attitudes towards people with disabilities, models of social support; 
- Basic concepts of Special Pedagogy; 
- Developmental difficulties (concept, etiology, types); basic characteristics of children with disabilities; 
- New guidelines in the upbringing and education of children with disabilities; 
- The role of parents and teachers in the education of children and youth with disabilities; 
- The structure of the integrative school; 
- Characteristics of children with disabilities; visual, hearing impairment; 
- Developmental characteristics of children with speech difficulties; 
- Developmental characteristics of children with motor impairments and multiple disorders; 
- Specific difficulties: Autism, Hyperactivity; 
- Developmental characteristics of children with impaired mental functions; 
- Behavioral disorders in children; 
- Basic characteristics of gifted children; 
- Prevention models and programs. 
 

Students should build a positive attitude towards children with special needs, as well as direct educational work with 
such children and train them to cooperate with all participants in education. 

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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The following learning / teaching methods are planned for the subject Special Pedagogy:- Lectures with the use of 
multimedia tools, active learning techniques and with the active participation and discussions of students;- Auditory 
exercises;- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers. 

The regularity of class attendance is recorded separately for lectures and exercises. Students are required to attend 
80% of lectures and the same number of practice hours. For the regularity of attending classes, students should 
achieve a maximum of 10 (5 + 5) points and a minimum of 8 (4 + 4) points.The teacher will give students seminar 
papers during the class. A student can earn a maximum of 10 points for fulfilling the undertaken obligations.During 
the semester, students can achieve a maximum of (10) points within the exercises. Students will realize practical work 
on exercises in the form of workshops, portfolios and other ways and forms of work.After half and at the end of the 
semester, students take written test 1 and test 2 (continuous knowledge test). The tests cover the topics covered so far 
from the lecture. The test consists of multiple choice tasks. A student on the first and second ZOT can achieve a 
maximum of 20 points (10+ 10).The final exam is written or oral. At the oral exam, the student answers five extracted 
questions from the curriculum covered in lectures and exercises (5x 10 points = 50 points).If the student decides to 
answer in writing, he / she completes the final test with a maximum of 50 points.In order to pass the course, a student 
must achieve a minimum of 54 points.
