15. Course aims:

Acquiring knowledge about leisure time as a field of educational activity, opportunities for its exploitation, role of
family and school, society and the media, also the articulation of some of the contemporary problems of organization
and use of leisure time.

16. Learning outcomes:

Students will be capacitated to recognize, understand and to act when encounter the pedagogy of leisure time, also
will be trained for identification, prevention and intervention through pedagogical activities during leisure time and
for leisure time, as well as acting at different instances of occurrence, pedagogically acceptable and unacceptable
behavior during leisure time, and in other places and institutions of possible victimization.

17. Course content:

Introduction, task, area of activity and development of pedagogy of leisure time, leisure time in the system of science,
basic concepts of leisure time pedagogy (ubringing, education, socialization, resocialization, integration,
reintegration, inclusiveness, habilitation, rehabilitation, treatment ...) concepts in pedagogy of leisure time, learning
strategies and teaching of pedagogical approach, family, social and global approach to pedagogy of leisure time of all
age groups, etiology, phenomenology and leisure time through behavioral pedagogy, risk behaviors, family programs,
pedagogical support and counseling , pedagogical victimology, family conditionality (family crises, incomplete
families, children of divorced parents...), the role, power and limits of leisure time pedagogy and pedagogical
preventional models and programs.
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18. Learning methods:

The following activities of successful learning are planned through specific and pin pointed experience:

observation and reflection, creation of concepts and development of ideas, preferring visual, auditory, verbal, social
and independent learning style.

The most important learning method is oral/verbal presentation and exposition of lectures using modern multimedia
tools and devices, thus using active learning techniques and participation, through discussions and critical reviewing.

19. Assessment methods:

With contingent attendance of courses/classes and with demonstrated activity during semester, students can achieve
20 points (20% of the total score).

Out of these 20 points, students can achieve 15 points directly through attendance (lectures and exercises), and 5
points can be scored being active in discussions and disputations.

Successful completion and presentation of individual or group project, students can achieve maximum of 10 points
(10% of total score).

Seminar work or group project, is submitted in writing to the subject teacher for examination and evaluation, and
then is presented orally/verbaly.

By the end of semester, student is mandated to complete and submit an independent critical review in the written
format regarding his/hers attendance of classes, active participation through interactive workshops aimed to create
personal attitudes in comparative research and improving pedagogical education at all levels, all this will be
evaluated with 10 points (10% of of total number of points).

During the semester, students will have one partial (colloquial) assessment of knowledge from the field that covers
the contents of the subject that is accomplished, and this will be evaluated with 10 points (10% of the total score).

A written colloquial knowledge assessment is executed halfway through the semester.

The remaining 50 points (50%), the student is earning at a final exam, which is performed in writing.

The final written exam consists of multiple choice tasks, recruitment tasks, or essay assignments.

The student can achieve a maximum of 50 points (50% of the total score) on the final written exam.

All students are attending the examination simultaneously, thus achieving the testing of the identical level of
knowledge, as well as the identical conditions under which the student takes the exam.
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20. Assessment components:

a) attendance and activity during courses/classes 20 (15+5)
b) individual seminar work / team project 10
c) critical review of the read book 10
d) partial / colloquial assessment of knowledge 10
e) final written exam 50
