15. Course aims:

Students will examine the specificity of the learning process and teaching within different subjects, 
specificity of methods and techniques of teaching, different approaches in the organization of content and students,

Students will be trained in the preparation of teaching lessons, learning outcomes, realization of teaching contents, 
proper selection and use of teaching methods and methods, proper selection and use of teaching aids and technical 
aids, analysis of the entire or individual phases and the stage of teaching lessons, identification of methodical 
problems, assessing and evaluating the success of the realization of teaching goals and tasks, introducing innovations 
in teaching, critically thinking about the trends in methodology development, to compare the specificities of the 
methodology of class 

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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Activities of successful learning through concrete experience, observation and reflection, concepts creation and 
active demonstration, with the preference of visual, audible, verbal, social and independent learning style. The most 
important method of learning is oral presentation and presentation - lectures with the use of modern multimedia 
tools, with active learning and participation techniques, through discussion and critical review.

Students who have a contested attendance in teaching and activity during the semester can earn 20 points (20% of the 
total number of points). Of this, 15 points can be attained by attending lectures and exercises and 5 points for active 
participation through discussions and discussions. With a successful creation and presentation of an individual or 
group project, a student can win a maximum of 10 points (10% of the total score). A seminar work or a team project is 
submitted in written form to the subject teacher for review and evaluation, and then is presented verbally. In the 
preparation and presentation of group seminar work all students of the group participate, whose participation is 
valorized individually. During the semester students will have two partial (colloquial) knowledge tests in the areas 
that cover the content of the course that has been realized, which will be evaluated with 20 points (20% of the total 
score). The first written knowledge test (Test 1) is organized in the middle of the semester and is evaluated with 10 
points, and the second written knowledge test (Test 2) is organized after the completion of the realization of the 
teaching contents in the last week of the semester and is evaluated with 10 points. The remaining 50 points (50%) are 
awarded at the final exam, which is written in writing or, and verbally. The final written exam consists of multi-
choice assignments. A student in a written exam can achieve a maximum of 50 points (50% of the total score).
