15. Course aims:

The aim of the course “Ancient philosophy* is to familiarize students with the sense of ontological turnover in which
the philosophy is created. In that respect the course covers key terms and ideals of ancient Greek philosophers, on a
general level as well as in specific important elaborations. This course should enable the understanding of an impact
of the Hellenic philosophical traditions that it has on the development of the later philosophy, as it is one of the
leading philosophical matrices of a whole west civilization. Lectures should familiarize students with the best- known
thinker of the whole ancient philosophy, Aristotle. The intention is to explain, through the plurality of philosophical
paradigms, doctrines and schools, the causes and the consequences of the fall of classic Hellenic polis and to frame
Hellenistic-Roman age itself. A special emphasis will be placed on the stoicism, the Epicureanism and the Skepticism
in all its variety of manifestations as well as on Peripatetics, Academics, Eclectics, Neopythagoreans, philosophers of
Jewish-Hellenic provenience, and finally on Plotinus and other Neoplatonists.(max. 1800 characters)

16. Learning outcomes:

In this course, the students will master the basic doctrines and ideas of the Hellenic philosophy in both systematic and
historical way. The students will acquaint themselves with the terminology of the ancient heritage, as well as gain
insight in the consequences of the Latinization of classic Greek terms and ideas.
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17. Course content:

The sources for observation of the Greek philosophy; Mythology and philosophy (teogony and cosmogony; mythos
and logos; eastern wisdom and Greek sophia); Culture of polis; Periodization /aging of the geek philosophy; Creating
of the philosophical language; The seven wise men; ,,Physicists” of Miletus; Pythagoreans/Pythagorean school;
Heraclitus; Eleatic school; Empedocles; Atomistic philosophy; Anaxagoras; Sophistic philosophy (sophos and sophistes;
oppositions physis-nomos; human as a measure ,,Human beings are the measure off all things”); Socrates (irony and
definition; the virtue is knowledge; the virtue is the only one; Socrates as a founder of morality and ethics; Socratic
schools); Plato and the Academy (Politeia and justice; Politeia and paideia; “the theory of ideas” and allegory of the
cave; the problem of cognition; the Plato’s psychology ; the Plato’s cosmology; the Plato’s critic of arts; the old
Academy).

Aristotle and the end of the classical period: Aristotle’s systematizations of philosophy; Aristotle’s metaphysics;
Aristotle’s philosophy of nature; Aristotle’s anthropology; Aristotle’s psychology; Aristotle’s logics; Aristotle’s
practical philosophy; Peripatetic school as a scientific-research institution. Hellenistic-Roman philosophy: general
issues of the Hellenistic-Roman age; Stoic’s logics; Stoic’s cosmology; Stoic’s ethics; A difference between atomistic
and epicurean understanding (approach) of atom; Epicurean ethics; Pyrrho’s critic of the perception and
Aenesidemus’s critic of mind; Middle and New Academy; The impact of Cicero on the translating of the philosophical
terminology in Latin; Neopythagoreans and new cynicism; Hellenistic-Hebrew synthesis recognized in the work of
Philonous of Alexandria; Plotinus’s intellection of god; The term of emanation in the doctrine of Plotinus; Other
neoplatonic schools.

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18. Learning methods:

The course consists of theoretic lectures, the analysis of original philosophical fragments and texts, dialogues and
research methods.
