c) Foreign Politics (term and demarcation, foreign policy aims, the participants of foreign policy, international 
relations, the concept, the theory of international relations) 
d) Political science and related knowledge about politics: 
- Philosophy and Political Science, 
- Anthropology and Political Science, 
- The political psychology and political science, 
- Political history and political science, 
- Political sociology and political science.

Acquiring knowledge on the fundamental political classical apparatus, relationships and processes in contemporary 
politics. Acquired knowledge is the basis for critical thinking within modern political science.
