15. Course aims:

- It is necessary to point out the possibility and meaning of philosophy, its necessity for the human being and to 
orientate the students on the way to their own critical thinking. Students need to adopt philosophical terminology, 
the difference between philosophy on the one hand, and religion and science on the other, and the creation of 
philosophical disciplines. Introduction with the metamorphosis in the understanding of the subject of philosophy 
during history. Also, through the examples of few great philosophers, the students will gain insights into the position 
of philosophy in the contemporary culture, especially through examples and development of the conceptual thinking, 
in which lies the distinctiveness of the philosophical approach to knowledge and reality. It is especially important to 
bring the connection between the philosophical reflection and humanistic and social studies to consciousness.

What is philosophy, the origin of the name  
- the problem of the beginning, experience, wonder, doubt, privation of assumptions  
- crucial discernment: philosophizing as thinking. The essence of thinking. 
- ways of thinking: freely, metaphysically, rationally, dialectically, speculatively, positively - scientifically, 
experientially, critical thinking. 
- the fundamental questions of philosophy - platonic triangle, allegory of the cave, critique of experience, praxis, main 
currents of the philosophical question 
- division of philosophy 
- the history of philosophical concepts and terms  
- the problem of education of (philosophical) concepts 
- philosophy at work in the philosophizing of Plato, Aristotle, Kant, and Hegel 
- philosophy and individual science, classification of individual sciences, realistic science, philosophies, and formal 
sciences 
-philosophy and religion, philosophy and art, philosophy and ideology

Upon the completion of the lectures from this course, the student will be able to: 
 
-explain the historical conditions of the occurrence of philosophy 
-enumerate and explain the basic concepts crucial for the development of philosophy 
-explain the development and meaning of the fundamental philosophical concepts 
-to differentiate the artistic, scientific, and religious truth from the philosophical theory  
-explicate the reality by the employment of critical thinking on a prolegomenous level
