15. Course aims:

Enable conceptual introduction of students with the recent globalization, regional, and Bosnian and Herzegovinian 
socio-economic paradigms of sustainable economy and society and the end of the second decade of the 21st century. It 
is about the new information economy of knowledge and skill; sustainable development, millennium development 
goals, ecological economy, ecological ethics; ethics of responsibility towards future generations; global risk society; as 
well as, about certain critical insights about economic politics of development and integral politics of responsible 
knowledge. The objective is to discuss economic sociology from the integral axiological, geo-epistemological and 
humane perspective which could be explained starting from the value of epistemological unity of knowledge from the 
field of economics, ecology and bioethics, starting from, before all, Bosnian and Herzegovinian economic and state 
patriotism taking care of Bosnian and Herzegovinian human and natural resources.

At the end of the semester, successful students, who fulfilled their obligations during the semester, will be able to gain 
broader geo-epistemological and methodological knowledge found in the basis of scientific, and especially the new 
economic rationality. That will enable them to overcome economic reductionism in real life and expand their own 
perception. It is expected that students are potentially motivated for understanding practical social consequences of 
economic activities. It is expected that students are able to understand the importance of shaping socially sensitive 
critical consciousness that is expressed in the insight that many other dimension of social life depend on the ways in 
which economic activities are performed, dimensions such as demographic, ecological, educational, health, security, 
and so on.

19. Assessment methods:

Lectures, exercises, seminar paper, case studies from global and our reality, consultations 
 
Students are obligated to regularly attend lectures as planned in the curriculum described in course description. 
Lectures are of theoretical and pragmatically-communication, interactive character and it requires mentally active 
and responsible participation of students (this relates, before all, to analysis of cases from the global and Bosnian and 
Herzegovinian (‘transitional’) reality, that are in correlation to the teaching unit being lectured). All students are 
obligated to write and present a seminar paper (in a group of two or more students). The aim of the seminar is the 
application of gained theoretical knowledge of students from the field of economic sociology on analysis of concrete 
problems from Bosnian and Herzegovinian socio-economic reality. Exercises are interactive in character. 
Consultations are organized once a week.
