15. Course aims:

-to understand the social phenomena, processes and relationships in the settlement - the city and the village as urban 
and rural territorial social communities 
- to understand the social structure of the city and the village and the position and role of the individual and the 
social groups as well as social organizations and institutions in them 
- to understand the forms of thought and behavior in the social environment of the city and the village 
- to recognize the presence of the position, the role and influence of certain forms of social consciousness in the city 
and the village (religions, morals, cultures, etc.) 
- to understand the importance of development - economic, city and village development of infrastructure, provision 
of education, health care, traffic development, employment of people (young people in particular) 
- to understand the presence and appearance of deviant behavior and crime in the city but also in rural communities 
and dangers of these phenomena in the the city but also on the villages.

At the end of the course students will be able to independently use the available literature in order to solve various 
problems from the content of the course. They will will be capable of solving problems of different complexity, both 
individually and in teams, as well as presenting them in a written or oral form with acquiring skills for practical 
problem solving which will result in the ability to pass a final exam at the first exam periods at the end of the 
semester.
