15. Course aims:

- To acquire analytical approach and extended knowledge in the field of ethnology and to understand all the essential 
aspects of complex and wide-ranging issues closely related to the local and global scene on which various socio-
cultural processes rotate inherent to two, mutually conditioned objective realities ─ tradition and modernism; 
- Critically analyze current events within contemporary society, cultural flows, and the role of the individual and 
ethnicity by looking at the possibilities of recognizing and protecting traditional values and knowledge; 
- To independently judge the acquired knowledge from the discipline and master the skill of applying them to the 
Bosnian-Herzegovinian reality with personal engagement.

At the end of the course students will be able to independently use the available literature in order to solve various 
problems from the content of the course. They will will be capable of solving problems of different complexity, both 
individually and in teams, as well as presenting them in a written or oral form with acquiring skills for practical 
problem solving which will result in the ability to pass a final exam at the first exam periods at the end of the 
semester.  
After graduating from Ethnology, the student will gain the ability to observe essential segments of the society and to 
make adequate plans and answers for the apparent major changes of the globalizing society and the ethnic plan, and 
to be trained in this area so he may participate in the design of research projects.
