15. Course aims:

The aim of the subject "Philosophical Anthropology" is to introduce students to important issues related to the design 
and definition of man, his nature, and the position in the cosmos. Of crucial importance is the contemplation of 
historical peculiarity and articulation of the same in relation to different interpretations of man's position and his 
practical role in society. In addition to the emphasis on the ontological dimension that ponders the specificities of 
human being, this course will open another important question as an anthropological and ethical relationship, not 
only through historical changes, but certainly with an accent on the contemporary age, together with the crisis of the 
world, The question of man is also asked. Therefore, as an extremely important issue, it raises the question of man's 
relationship and technique, through which students will be able to contemplate certain negative perspectives of 
contemporary life and humanity's relationship to technique and vice versa.

Ancient perception of man, as a rational, political and moral being 
- The relationship between ethical and anthropological 
- Dualism of body and soul, man as being of spirit, 
- A man as a historical being 
- The materialistic conception of man's perception, 
- The metaphysical personal position of man in the cosmos and his relation to other living beings

- The basic anthropological laws of H. Plesner 
- Reconstruction of the science of man M. Fuko 
- A man between technique and nature 
- Virtual culture and virtual man 

Training students to independently use relevant literature. To master the basic teachings and concepts from 
Philosophical Anthropology. That they are first of all capable of independent consideration of certain specifics but of 
dilemmas related to man's being, his relation to nature, to other living creatures, as well as techniques. By looking at 
such questions, students will be able to ask questions, but also offer some sort of solutions by self-reflection.

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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A planned procedure is applied to achieve theoretical and practical teaching and knowledge of the course of this 
discipline in order to gain knowledge. The method of learning is manifested through the logical rules and criteria of 
scientific knowledge in an objective way and the way to an unambiguous answer to the problem issue and hypotheses. 
A monologue, dialogue, constructive method, analysis and synthesis, deduction, induction, as a means of research and 
manifestation of constructive dialogue within science - discipline are applied. In order to realize epistemological 
principles, which imply theoretical and practical research. Subsequently, the application of numerous analytical and 
synthetic methods is used to determine the relationship between phenomena in the development of knowledge and 
the field of research. In this process, it is important that the professor directs students to get general knowledge from 
the subject discipline.

After the lecture, a discussion is held on the questions asked. Then, the check is done through essays, as well as oral 
and written exams. General knowledge assessment are held during unique: philosophical-ethical dialogue between 
students, where students present their topics in the curriculum , other students ask questions that are followed by a 
discussion after the presentation. It is an opportunity for students not to learn only from lectures and reading books, 
but students learn from each other. Because essay topics are different. It is also an opportunity to see how many 
students have acquired knowledge in the cognitive process and what their world view is, which is the essence of this 
specific study.
