Introduction with basic concepts and problems of epistemology (theory of comprehension) and their interpretations.
The students will be acquainted with the terms of knowledge and cognition using several different approaches. Also:
what it means to know and how does science describe and constitute our cognition of reality. Introduction with
theories of rationalism and scientificity and with the meaning, significance, and limits of our knowledge. The
emphasis is put on Kant and Kantian perspective.

The oral exam makes up 40% of the total
points, two colloquiums 30% of the points the term paper 20%, while attendance at lectures and activity during classes
make up 10% of the points.
