15. Course aims:

The aim of the course "ANCIENT PHILOSOPHY II" is to introduce students to the most famous thinker of all ancient
philosophy, Aristotle. The intention is, then, to explain the causes and consequences of the collapse of the classical
Hellenic polis and to delimit the Hellenistic-Roman epoch itself, which will be represented through a plurality of
philosophical paradigms, teachings and schools. Special attention will be paid to Stoicism, Epicureanism and
skepticism. Then to the peripatetics, academics, eclectics, neo-Pythagoreans, philosophers of the Jewish-Hellenistic
provenance, and finally to Plotinus and the neo-Platonists.

16. Learning outcomes:

Successful students who fulfill their obligations on time will be able to master the basic concepts and teachings in the
domain of Aristotle's philosophy as well as Hellenistic-Roman philosophy in a systematic and historical way. Students
will thus acquire the skill of terminological communication with ancient heritage, which will ultimately enable
students to adequately understand the development of philosophical thought from Aristotle throughout the
Hellenistic-Roman period.
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17. Course content:

Aristotle and the end of the classical period: Aristotle’s systematizations of philosophy; Aristotle’s metaphysics;
Aristotle’s philosophy of nature; Aristotle’s anthropology; Aristotle’s psychology; Aristotle’s logics; Aristotle’s
practical philosophy; Peripatetic school as a scientific-research institution. Hellenistic-Roman philosophy: general
issues of the Hellenistic-Roman age; Stoic’s logics; Stoic’s cosmology; Stoic’s ethics; A difference between atomistic
and epicurean understanding (approach) of atom; Epicurean ethics; Pyrrho’s critic of the perception and
Aenesidemus’s critic of mind; Middle and New Academy; The impact of Cicero on the translating of the philosophical
terminology in Latin; Neopythagoreans and new cynicism; Hellenistic-Hebrew synthesis recognized in the work of
Philonous of Alexandria; Plotinus’s intellection of god; The term of emanation in the doctrine of Plotinus; Other
neoplatonic schools.

The course consists of theoretic lectures, the analysis of original philosophical fragments and texts, dialogues and
research methods.

19. Assessment methods:

Written knowledge test includes testing through questions and answers that include the teaching content of a given
subject. A written test is followed by an oral test, which is held after the course. Oral knowledge testing can be taken
by those students who have achieved a positive result on a written test. By adding the achieved grades in the oral and

written exam, as well as the total sum of points achieved through pre-exam obligations, the students will form the
final grade.
