ethics and politics in Fichte, Hegel?s philosophy of the objective spirit, contemporary trends: bioethics and 
integrative bioethics

The study of ethics should introduce students to the problem field of one of the fundamental philosophical 
disciplines, in order to master its fundamental concepts and problems.
