15. Course aims:

The aim of the course "Philosophical Anthropology" is to acquaint students with the importance of philosophical 
anthropology as a discipline. Through a historical overview of the development of theories about man, introduce 
students to issues related to the definition of man, his nature, position in the world and relationships with other 
living beings.

After taking the exam, students will master the basic teachings and concepts of Philosophical Anthropology. 
Students will understand the key feature of the theory of man from ancient Greek thought to modern times.  
They will master the key specifics and ideas of the most significant classical and contemporary original literature.  
By looking at the literature, they successfully analyze certain specifics that relate to human existence, his relationship 
to nature, to other living beings.

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The course consists of theoretic lectures, dialogues and research methods,reading of original texts, comparative 
method, presentations, essays, seminar papers. 

Knowledge assessment is done by written and oral examination. Written knowledge assessment is conducted through 
colloquial knowledge tests during classes. After attending classes, students will take an oral test. Oral knowledge 
testing can be taken by those students who have achieved a positive result on a written test. By adding the achieved 
grades in the oral and written exam, as well as the total sum of points achieved through pre-examination obligations, 
students will be formed a final grade.
