15. Course aims:

 Introduction to the basic concepts and problems of epistemology (theory of cognition), and their interpretations. 
Students will be introduced to the concepts of knowledge and cognition through several different approaches. Also: 
what it means to know, and how science describes and constitutes our cognition of reality, what is the criterion of 
knowledge and other problems. Introduction to theories of rationality and science, with the meaning, significance and 
limits of our knowledge. - adoption of basic epistemological concepts: knowledge, truth, justification, belief, as well as 
understanding of their mutual relationship. Students will also analyze different sources of cognition such as: 
perception, introspection, memory, testimony, reason; introduction to some basic traditional and modern 
epistemological problems and positions: Gettier problem, internalism, externalism, foundationalism, coherence, 
naturalized epistemology,
