15. Course aims:

- enable students to communicate in Turkish at a lower level 
- enable students to understand audio and written texts, and to discuss and write about topics covered in the textbook 
(health, traffic, history, sports, weather and seasons, food, technology, nature, society, plants and animals, creating 
success, writing a letter ...) 
- enable students to properly use the grammatical structures covered in the textbook 
- to enable students to present ideas on issues in the field of international relations and diplomacy

Grammatical units: 
Postpositions. Quasi-positions. Present verb tense (Geniş Zaman). Conjunctions. Verbal nouns. Imperative. 
Administrative and non-administrative speech. Gerundi. Possibility. Participants and proparticipations in the 
attribute function. 
 
Thematic units: 
health, traffic, science, history, sports, weather and seasons, production and consumption, food, technology, nature, 
society, plants and animals, creating success, writing letters ...

Students who have continuously performed their duties throughout the course will be able to: 
- master the grammatical structures of the Turkish language processed in the classroom 
- master the lexical structures of the Turkish language processed in class 
- actively apply the knowledge acquired during the course, which includes reading, writing, understanding thematic 
units and conducting conversations in Turkish 
- to express oneself primarily orally, but also in writing in a competent way

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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Basic teaching methods: 
- lectures with the use of multimedia tools and active learning techniques with active participation and student 
discussions 
- group / pair work-audatory exercises 
- classes are conducted in Bosnian and Turkish

After half of the semester, students take the first written test, which includes the topics covered in the lecture. The 
test consists of multiple choice tasks, translation tasks, linking tasks, equivalent finding tasks in both languages. Tasks 
are scored depending on the type of task from 5 to 10 points. A student on the first test can achieve a maximum of 20 
points. All students take the first test at the same time, which achieves uniformity of the level of knowledge being 
tested, as well as the conditions under which students take the test.At the end of the semester, students take a second 
test that covers the topics covered in the exercises. The test consists of multiple choice tasks, translation tasks, 
linking tasks, equivalent finding tasks in both languages. Tasks are scored depending on the type of task from 5 to 10 
points. A student on the first test can achieve a maximum of 20 points. All students take the first test at the same time, 
which achieves uniformity of the level of knowledge being tested, as well as the conditions under which students take 
the test.Since the emphasis is on interactive learning, students are required to attend and actively participate in both 
lectures and exercises and thus win 10 points, of which 5 in lectures and 5 in exercises.The final exam is also written. 
All students have the right to take the final exam. The test consists of multiple choice tasks, translation tasks, linking 
tasks, equivalent finding tasks in both languages. Tasks are scored depending on the type of task from 5 to 10 points. 
A student on the final exam can achieve from 25 to 50 points.Tests on all forms of knowledge are recognized as a 
cumulative exam if the result achieved is positive after each individual test.In order to pass the course, a student must 
achieve a minimum of 54 cumulative points, of which a minimum of 25 points in the final written exam.
