- Acquisition of basic knowledge about the institutes of international contract law, and
- Acquisition and development of skills and abilities that are a prerequisite for the study of modern international
relations and international trade law.

The oral part of
the exam can be accessed by students who have passed the written part of the exam or prepared and defended a
seminar paper.
