15. Course aims:

Philosophical hermeneutics implies the doctrine of understanding the historical experience of the world and the
truths based on it, as opposed to the truth that is revealed in the natural sciences in a methodological way. The aim of
the course is to introduce hermeneutic philosophy, based primarily on the opinion and work of its founder, as well as
the most important representative in the twentieth century, Hans-Georg Gadamer. The course, in its concrete
performance, aims to situate hermeneutics within contemporary philosophy, as one of the fundamental (along with
phenomenological philosophy) philosophical orientations of understanding and interpreting man's historical
survival. The whole of the human experience of the world and life requires a universal horizon of understanding the
spiritual and cultural tradition as a tradition in its historical phenomenology.

16. Learning outcomes:

Students should gain a thorough insight into the basic concepts and opinions of representatives of philosophical
hermeneutics. Also, the course has the task of developing a sense of the hermeneutic approach to spiritual
phenomena; methodical reference to overcoming the opposition of natural and spiritual sciences; developing a sense
of independent approach and analysis of spiritual and cultural creations; asking questions about the truth based on
the original experience of the world and the whole of man's spiritual creations and culture (history, works of art,
language, science, religion, myth, law, etc.); through original texts and discussions in the seminar, develop the
student's sense of interpretation of spiritual forms.
