15. Course aims:

Introducing students to the basic concepts and problems of modern philosophy of politics. Students will have the
opportunity to get acquainted with the meaning and content of fundamental terms of contemporary philosophy of
politics, such as: state, government, modernity, democracy, liberalism, totalitarianism in the works of contemporary
theorists.

16. Learning outcomes:

The course envisages that students, after being acquainted with the problems and the basic concept of philosophy of
politics, will be able to reflect on the main trends within contemporary thinking in general, and philosophy of politics
in particular. Although this course presupposes prior knowledge of certain topics, it also prepares students for further
research and more detailed study of certain theoretical phenomena. With active participation in the realization of
subject contents, and through the adoption of the same, the student becomes able to independently interpret the
ideas and views of the most important authorities within the scientific field of philosophy of politics.

- Deconstruction of the subject of modern politics (Deridda)

- The relationship between philosophy and politics (Foucault - Rancier)

- Philosophy of Globalization (Ulrich Beck - Nancy, Jean-Luc)

- Community without community (Nancy, Jean-Luc)
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18. Learning methods:

In order to efficiently teach and achieve the set goals and learning outcomes of students during the course, the
following teaching methods will be used:

The knowledge test and the final grade are given on the basis of the valorization of the student's overall engagement,
and the fulfillment of all anticipated obligations. The final grade comes from participation in the teaching process,
preparation of a seminar paper, grades from the first and second partial exam, and the final written and oral part of
the exam. Students who pass the first and second part of the partial exam are exempt from taking the final written
exam. The amount of the final grade will largely depend on the choice of literature read and the ability to interpret it.
