15. Course aims:

The goal is to acquaint students with the most important scientific discourses on regional development and
cooperation as preconditions for peace, prosperity and true democratization of post-conflict societies. The aim is to
understand how the themes of regionalism, regions, regional development and cooperation are, in essence,
interdisciplinary topics, and that they are much more complex than the traditional geographical or economic
definition of these terms assumes. The complexity of regional development and cooperation is especially pronounced
in the geographical areas of the former Yugoslavia (especially after the genocide committed in the war against
Bosnian society and the state in 1992-1995), so that today, at the end of the second decade of the 21st century,
national, state and "regional the other "overlap" with the construction of "regional", "local" and "global" identities in
the constellations of new "postmodern geographies" where asymmetrical and conflicting ways intertwine "strategic

concepts" such as "spaces", "places", zones ".

16. Learning outcomes:

The expected learning outcomes should be recognized in the global importance of regional development and
cooperation, starting from the peaceful policy and practice of responsible education of concepts about Bosnia and
others. Orientation and normative knowledge to be aspired to will be based on the long-term development interests of
the Bosnian society and its citizens. The expected learning outcomes should be nominally evident already in the
cognitive and value-oriented recognition of the plural singularity of the Bosnian being, as well as in the international
recognition of the political integrity of Bosnian society and state in territorial and foreign policy. The learning
outcomes we expect at the end of the semester should be compatible with universal values [ [ lthat are recognized in
the culture of peace, politics of good neighborly relations, economic development, striving for stability, prosperity,
well-being. The overall learning outcomes should be recognized in the discursive education of a unique conceptual
infrastructure, ie in the construction of Bosnia and Herzegovina's emancipatory political vocabulary built on the
foundations of geopistemological integrity and undivided sovereignty of Bosnia and Herzegovina in international
relations and diplomacy.

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18. Learning methods:

Lectures, exercises, writing, reading, communication, seminar papers, case studies from the world and Bosnian
reality, consultations.Students are required to regularly attend lectures, which are organized in one or more lines,
and are conducted according to the curriculum described in the course content. Teaching is theoretical and
pragmatic-communicative, ie interactive in nature and requires mentally active and responsible student
participation. All students are required to write and present (in lectures or exercises) a seminar paper (in a group of
two or more students). The aim of the seminars is to apply the acquired theoretical knowledge of students from the
subject area to the analysis of specific problems from the Bosnian and world social reality. Exercise classes are
interactive. Consultations are organized once a week.

19. Assessment methods:

Seminar work, engagement in lectures and exercises, final and partial exams. Students can achieve a maximum of 50
points on pre-examination obligations (while listening to the course) (15 for seminar work, 5 for guessing in classes
and exercises and 2x15 points in partial exams). At the final and / or remedial exam, students can achieve 50 points
(written and / or oral).
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20. Assessment components:

a) attendance and activity in classes (E-8) + (L-7) 15
b) mini tests (2x15) 30

c) independent seminar paper 5

d) final-written exam 50

Total possible: 100Assignment of grades is done on the basis of achieved results - points won, from pre-exam and
