15. Course aims:

Understanding of the biological fundamentals of psychological processes and behavior, as well as introduction to the 
development of the neural system and behavior during evolution and ontogenesis. 
Understanding of the biological fundamentals of consciousness, perception, attention and motivation, as well as the 
principles of sensorimotor system functioning. 

Biopsychology as a part of neuroscience. Subject of biopsychology. Main classification of the nervous system: central 
and peripheral, somatic and autonomic. 
Synapses. Neurotransmitters. 
Structure of the central nervous system (main classification). 
Sensory systems: sight, hearing, smell and somatosensory (review of every sensory system from receptors to cortical 
center) 
Autonomous nervous system: centers, afferent, efferent nerve fibers. 
Endocrine sytem: The role of the endocrine system in the organism. Mechanisms of consciousness, perception and 
attention. Sensomotor system. 
Eating regulation. Set – point assumption and positive incentive theory.
