15. Course aims:

Familiarize students with cognitive processes; introducing students with the field of perception, attention, learning, 
memory and forgetting , language and thinking with a review of the intelligence field from it's position and in 
cognitive science and similar sciences , through different theoretical approaches, intelligence types, and the 
relationships between intelligence and some relevant socio - demographic variables and psychological constructs.

Based on the program content and set goals, students will be able to: 
understand the main cognitive functions as well as understand the determinants which explain the cognitive 
component of human functioning.

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17. Course content:

-Perception: senses and sensations (main principles of sensation, psycho-physics , sense types , skin sensitivity, pain, 
sight, hearing, taste, smell, proprioception and kinesthetic sense); Visual perception (main topics; shape, set and 
object recognition, depth perception, two visual roads in the brain) 
-Attention (attention types, selective attention and eye movement, eye movement recording and theories of selective 
attention)  
-Learning (learning definitions, indicators, learning curves, fundamental learning types, habituation and sensation, 
classical conditioning, operant conditioning, cognitive and social learning) 
-Memory (sensory memory, short – term memory, long – term memory, coding and decoding, reproduction) 
-Language (main language components, language universality and specificity, understanding language, speaking 
disorders, speaking production, localization of language) 
-Thinking (concept forming, reasoning, induction and deduction, problem solving, problem solving factors, creativity) 
-Intelligence and abilities (intelligence definitions, psychometric and unpsychometric intelligence theories, 
intelligence determinants, intelligence tests) 
-Consciousness (consciousness and unconsciousness, sleeping and dreams, hypnosis) 
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a) Written Exam

The final exam  
 
The written exam includes written knowledge assessment (objective and essay tests). Assessment will be realized 
through questions and answers regarding the course content. It will done after the realization of planned lectures. 
Minimum number of points for passing the written exam is 24 (60%). 
Oral exam is meant for students with minimum number of points in the written exam (24). 
Written exam 
Written exam follows after the end of the course. Students will be presented a combination of essay and objective 
questions. 
Students who pass the written exam, i.e. achieve 24 to 40 points, gain conditions to take the oral exam. Students can 
earn a maximum of 40 points in the written exam. Minimum number of points to pass the exam is 24.  
Oral exam 
Oral exam will include questions and students' answers regarding the course content and it will last for 15 to 30 
minutes. Maximum number of points that can be earned in the oral exam is 10. Minimum number of points required 
to pass the exam is 6. 
 
Pre-exam points amount to a total of 50 points. 
Students can earn a maximum of 50 points on the final exam.  
By fulfilling all of their requirements, students can thus earn a maximum of 100 points.
