15. Course aims:

The aim of the course is to acquaint students with the basic methodological problems within personality psychology, 
basic theoretical paradigms and to enable students to distinguish basic theoretical directions and models within 
personality psychology.

Based on the program contents and set goals, students will be able to: 
- understanding of basic methodological problems related to the study of personality, 
- comprehensive understanding of basic theoretical paradigms in personality psychology,

The final exam  
 
The written exam includes written knowledge assessment (objective and essay tests). Assessment will be realized 
through questions and answers regarding the course content. It will done after the realization of planned lectures. 
Minimum number of points for passing the written exam is 24 (60%). 
Oral exam is meant for students with minimum number of points in the written exam (24). 
Written exam 
Written exam follows after the end of the course. Students will be presented a combination of essay and objective 
questions. 
Students who pass the written exam, i.e. achieve 24 to 40 points, gain conditions to take the oral exam. Students can 
earn a maximum of 40 points in the written exam. Minimum number of points to pass the exam is 24.  
Oral exam 
Oral exam will include questions and students' answers regarding the course content and it will last for 15 to 30 
minutes. Maximum number of points that can be earned in the oral exam is 10. Minimum number of points required 
to pass the exam is 6. 
 
Pre-exam points amount to a total of 50 points. 
Students can earn a maximum of 50 points on the final exam.  
By fulfilling all of their requirements, students can thus earn a maximum of 100 points.
