Instructing students to the diversity of the so-called psychological approaches to literature, and introducing students
to the possibilities of using the knowledge of psychology in the interpretation of literary works (but also of other
narratives, such as film).

16. Learning outcomes:

Successful students, who have continuously fulfilled their obligations during the teaching process, will be able to:

- understand the complexity of the relationship between psychology and literature, and understand the benefits of an
interdisciplinary approach;

- comment on the literary representation of the character and his/her emotions, post / traumatic response (to acts of
verbal, physical or other forms of violence, forced loss...); character behavior, his/her thoughts and ability (for
empathy, solidarity, love...); character self-perception (body, sexuality...), character manifestations of the
unconsciousness...;

- describe and comment on the trauma in the life of a literary character, and the possibilities of resolving the trauma
(catharsis);

- comment on the manifestations of certain psychopathological changes (moods, behaviors) of the portrayed
characters.

18. Learning methods:

The most important learning methods are:

- Lectures on the occasional use of multimedia resources; work on the texts - discussion with students
- Preparation and presentation of group and individual papers.

19. Assessment methods:

As part of the prerequisites for the final exam, students orally present individual or group assignment which
includes a specific topics covered over the semester. In presenting a group assignment,

participation of each student is evaluated individually. Student can earn 0 to 35 points for writing and presenting
assignment. Also, for continued active in-class participation over the semester students can earn 0 to 15 points. The
final exam is taken in the written form. All assignments/exam points are calculated cumulatively into the final grade.
In order to pass the course, students are required to earn at least 54 points.
