The aim of this course is to acquaint students with the basic knowledge of penological psychology, to analyze research
in the field of penological psychology and related fields, to train them to apply knowledge in penological treatment.

After completing the course, students will be trained to:

-analysis of psychological problems of prisoners,

-participation in team work in planning strategies to alleviate prisoners' adaptation difficulties,

-providing psychological assistance to the staff of penitentiary institutions in the development and implementation of
strategies for coping with stress,

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18. Learning methods:

Pre-examination
points amount to a total of 50 points (30 points for individual and group projects, 10 points for attending classes and
10 points for active participation in classes). The final grade is formed as the sum of all points won in teaching and the
final exam.
