Students will be introduced to theoretical explanations, causes, forms, frequency and ways of combating violence 
inclose relationships, and develop the professional attitudes and skills needed for relationship violence prevention 
programs,as well as understanding the importance of violent behavior in youth relationships.

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a) Written: ZOT and Essay-testb) Oral: orallyTo check the acquired knowledge will be used:- written and- oral 
methodThe written method includes a written test (ZOT I essay). The knowledge test will be realized through 
questions andanswers from the content of the course. The same will be done after the realization of the planned 
lectures. Minimalthe number of points for passing the written part of the exam is 24 (more than 60%). The oral 
method will be applied to students whothey achieve a minimum number of points through a written test (24).Written 
knowledge testUpon completion of the course, a written test of knowledge (ZOT and essay) of students follows. 
Students will be offereda combination of essay questions and a series of objective-type tasks.Students who pass the 
written part of the exam, ie achieve 24 to 40 points, take the oral part of the exam. Appointmentthe written part of 
the exam will be announced to students at least fifteen (15) days before the examexam. The maximum number of 
points that a student can achieve in the written part of the exam is 40, and the minimum, in order topassed, is 24 
points.Borrowing any items, between students, during the exam is not allowed. Students who will transcribefrom 
others or discussed during the exam will be removed from the exam and their work will not be scored.Oral knowledge 
testThe oral part of the exam will be done on the basis of several questions from the teaching content and answers of 
students lasting 15-30minute. The maximum number of points that a student can achieve in this part of the exam is 
10, and the minimum, to take the exampassed, is 6 points.
